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WHAT IS A DISTRICT? 

A Scouting District is the next level of Scouting organization above 
the Pack, Troop or Crew level.  Every Council is divided into        
geographical Districts, and all units belong to only one District — 
it’s all designed to help organize and serve Scouting units.  You can 
find your District generally on the map below, and check on the 
specifics in the District pages.  The District structure is designed to 
help and support Packs, Troops, Crews, Posts and Groups in its 
area, and will have a Chairman and a full committee of volunteers 
working to insure that the best possible Scouting program reaches 
its District youth. 
 
The full District volunteer structure includes people helping with 
Membership, Finance, Program and Unit Service.  As volunteers 
become more familiar with their unit activities they frequently move 
up to one of the committees at the District level — using their      
experience to help others.   As you look throughout this Council 
Program Book, you’ll see it contains a great deal of important       
information on programs, activities and training in three areas: the 
Unit, the District level and the full Council.  You’ll find volunteers at 
each of them who share your belief in Scouting, and also that there 
is no shortage of programs, activities, training and Scouting fun to 
be had!    

WHAT IS A COUNCIL? 

Geographically, the ILLOWA Council is composed of all the Districts spread over 13 counties in         
Iowa and Illinois.  The Council is a wholly-owned corporation owned by the local community and 
governed by an Executive Board of Directors who are all Scouting volunteers like yourself.  Like the 
Districts have full-time staff support in the form of their District  Executives, the balance of the  
Council employees serve the Executive Board in organizing and overseeing the affairs of the   
Council. 

THE ILLOWA SERVICE CENTER AND SCOUT SHOP 

The Service Center is located in Davenport, Iowa.  There is also a national Scout Shop in the same 
building, where you will find Scouting uniforms and a selection of equipment, as well as being the 
principal source for patches, awards, program supplies and training and advancement materials.  
The Service Center is where advancement forms are turned in and where you can register for 
Council and District events. You’ll always find a friendly smile and a helping hand about Scouting 
matters.   
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Located in heavily wooded terrain about a 
half-hour west of the Quad Cities, the Loud 
Thunder Scout Reservation offers a wide 
variety of outdoor adventures.  There is an 
extensive collection of short and moderate 
length hiking trails, including a section of the 
historic Sac-Fox Trail, as well as two lakes 
to enjoy while viewing the resident wildlife 
population. The camp's 250+ acres include 
16 tenting campsites, each with its own 
distinctive feel - as well as washing facilities 
and a field latrine. There's even a 
handicapped- accessible campsite with 
concrete tent pads and paths, so virtually 
everyone can enjoy Loud Thunder's great 
atmosphere. And unit tent camping is FREE! 
 
The camp’s buildings and shelters are truly 
impressive, including the dining hall that 
seats some 200 people at a time, an 
administration building for small meetings, 
and several covered outdoor program areas 
including the new Handicraft Building.

Scouting units are encouraged to have a Friends of Scouting presentation between the 
months of January-March each year.  Contact your District Executive to learn more. 
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Comprehensive General Liability Insurance   
This coverage provides primary general liability coverage for registered  volunteer Scouters with respect to claims arising out 
of an official Scouting activity with the exception that the coverage is excess over any insurance which may be available to 
the volunteer for loss arising from the ownership, maintenance, or use of a motor vehicle or watercraft. This insurance is only 
available while the vehicle or watercraft is in the actual use of a Scouting unit and being used for a Scouting purpose.       
Coverage is more than $5 million for bodily injury and property damage. Because of the high limits, volunteers should NOT 
be placed in a position where their assets are jeopardized because of a negligence liability claim or lawsuit. 
The insurance provided unregistered Scouting volunteers through the BSA general liability insurance program is excess over 
any other insurance the volunteer might have to his or her benefit, usually a homeowner’s, personal liability, or auto liability 
policy.  
There is no coverage for those who commit intentional or criminal acts. 
 
Automobile Liability Insurance  
All vehicles MUST be covered by a liability insurance policy. The amount of this coverage must meet or exceed the insurance 
requirement of the state in which the vehicle is licensed. (It is recommended, however, that coverage limits are at least 
$100,000 combined single limit.)  Any vehicle carrying 10 or more passengers is required to have limits of $500,000 single 
limit. In the case of rented vehicles the requirement of coverage limits can be met by combining the limits of personal        
coverage carried by the driver with coverage carried by the owner of the rented vehicle. All vehicles used in travel outside the 
United States must carry a liability insurance policy that complies with or exceeds the requirements of that country. A tour 
plan must be submitted for council review when: trips of 500 miles or more, trips outside of council borders not to a         
council-owned property, trips to any national high-adventure base, national Scout jamboree, National Order of the Arrow 
Conference, or regionally sponsored event.  A tour plan must be submitted for council review when conducting the following 
activities outside of council or district events: aquatics activities (swimming, boating, floating, scuba, etc.), climbing and     
rappelling, orientation flights (process flying plan), shooting sports, any activities involving motorized vehicles as part of their 
program (snowmobiles, boating, etc.), at a Council’s request.   

INSURANCE COVERAGE FOR VOLUNTEERS  

Council Accident & Sickness Insurance Plan  
Accident & Sickness Insurance has been purchased through the council for all packs, troops, teams, groups and posts.  
This plan provides coverage for accidental injury and illness and accidental death and dismemberment while participating 
in any approved and supervised Scouting activity, including going to and from meetings.  All registered youth and adult 
volunteers are covered.    Non-Scouts attending scheduled activities (including group travel to and from such activities) for 
the purpose of being encouraged to participate in Scouting are also automatically covered.  However, the plan does not 
cover parents, siblings or other guests. 
 
Some additional highlights of the Council-provided policy include: 

The insurance is secondary to a family’s own coverage, but it will pick up after the family coverage exceeds its policy 
limit 

The policy will cover up to $300 of the family’s deductible from the first dollar of expenses  
The policy is primary for any family or Scout with no other insurance coverage 
New members are automatically covered as soon as their applications for membership are processed 
Traveling to and from a unit meeting or other approved and supervised Scouting activity is covered under this plan 
Coverage applies for injuries received while you are at an approved Scouting activity or if a sickness first manifests 

itself while you are there 
If an accident occurs you should complete the current accident/incident report form and file it with your local Council.  
 
 For your reference our Council policy number is PTPN00327402.   

For all serious incidents, accidents and/or sickness, or if a summons is served on a volunteer, please  
notify the Council Service Centers immediately.  Council Accident/Incident Report forms need to be completed for any 

event requiring medical or special attention.
