To complete any of
the above achievement Webelos, Scouts, and Ventures must: Pass the written and skills test and
participate in at least one lesson. Written test may be taken on Jan. 16, 24, 30, and Feb. 6 at Ski
Snowstar.

Scouts, who are also crew members, may complete requirements for both, (Snow Sports Merit
Badge and the Winter Sports Elective). All coursework may be completed in either skiing or
snowboarding. We are able to utilize Ski Snowstar’s “snow” and experienced staff to provide a fun
and safe learning experience for all Webelos, Boy Scouts, and Venture Scouts. Arrangements have

been made to offer this program at a much lower rate compared to the regular fees.
