Ingredients: 

5-8 lbs Frozen Chicken 

.5 cup Olive Oil 

2 big cans Chicken Broth 

1 bag of Onions 

2 Bulbs of garlic 

2 bags frozen spinach 

2 bags of frozen tortellini 

.25 cup of dried Basil 

.25 cup of Oregano 

Instructions: 

>Brown the chicken breast 

in olive oil 

>Put chicken broth in a 

large pot and start to cook 

>After chicken is browned 

put in the stock pot 

>Brown the onions and 

garlic in the same pan-when 

done put in pot 

>Deglaze the pan with 

some chicken stock and put 

in the broth 

>Add the spinach to the pot 

>Season to taste salt, pep-

per, oregano, and basil. 

>When it’s close to serving 

time add the tortellini.  

Don’t want to over cook the 

tortellini.
